In the article tendencies, regularities and priorities in modelling the standard of living of the population in NUTS 2 regions - Poland, Latvia, Lithuania, Estonia, the Czech Republic, Hungary, Romania, and Slovakia - are analyzed according to results of the integral indicator construction. Defining the list of priorities of the standard of living is based on the list of markers, ranging by the degree of decrease of problems and significance, entering into the calculation of indicators. The analysis is made in the context of dynamics of territorial disproportions in the standard of living of the population of above mentioned regions.
